3&2 Fall Ball 2010

Registration for Fall Ball at Johnson County 3&2 is now open. Registration will be by team. If you have players who want
to play, but don’t have a manager, get with another team from any area and form one. There are no boundary
requirements in Fall Ball but players and managers should recognize that if a player plays for a fall ball team outside of
his area, it does not make him eligible for that team next spring. Players must return to their home areas. A list of
managers that are having fall ball teams will be placed on 3&2’s web site. Players looking for a team should reference
that list.

Teams will play by the next higher grade level rule in the fall than they did during the summer. 2" grade machine pitch
will play 3rd grade player pitch.

The season will start on Saturday, August 14 and games will be played mid-week and on Saturdays and Sundays through
mid-October. No games will be played over Labor Day weekend, September 4-5. For scheduling conflicts, complete the
on-line form at http://www.3and2baseball.com/League/FallBall/ConflictForm.htm.

Managers or coaches interested in having a Fall Ball team should complete a manager’s application on 3&2’s web site
http://www.3and2baseball.com/RegistrationForms/FallManagersApp.html by July 9, 2010.Teams from 3&2 have
priority over non-3&2 teams in getting into fall ball. However, non-3&2 teams will be taken on a first-come first serve
basis after the July 9 deadline. Team registration will be done via 3&2’s web page at www.3and2baseball.com.
Managers will be given a password to register a team once application has been received and accepted. Fees, rosters
and waiver forms are due by July 23.

Mixed uniforms are
acceptable as most fall ball teams will have players from more than one summer team.

Games will be played at both the East Complex (18300 W. 87" St.) and the West Complex (8000 Monticello Rd). All T-
ball, coach pitch and machine pitch games will be played at the West Complex.
